The Regular Council Meeting for the Town of Branchville was held on Monday, July 8th, 2024 at 6 PM at the Town Hall.  A notice with the time, date and place of the meeting was posted on the exterior bulletin board of the Town Hall at least 24 hours before the meeting.

Mayor Dickson called the meeting to order. Council, along with all those present, stood for the
Pledge of Allegiance, followed by prayer.

Roll call indicated all were present. 

Welcome of Guest: Mayor Dickson welcomed those present. 
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Approval of Minutes:  A motion was made by Councilman Oliver to accept the June 10th 2024 minutes; Mayor Pro Tem Connelly seconded the motion, motion carried.

Approval of Financial Report: Councilman Ott made the motion to approve the June 2024 General Fund 
Financial report. Councilman Jumper seconded the motion, motion carried.  Mayor Pro Tem Connelly made a motion to accept the June 2024 Water & Sewer Financial report; Councilman Oliver seconded, motion carried. Councilman Jumper made a motion to accept the June 2024 Municipal Court Financial report; Councilwoman Peeples seconded the motion, motion carried. 

Council Reports:
1. City Hall/License/Insurance:  Councilman Baker reports everything is going smoothly, nothing to report.
2. Water/Sewer/Streets: Mayor Pro Tem Connelly reports everything going well, we have one water leak in town, and are waiting on the 811 approval to dig.
3. Parks/Recreation: Councilman Ott reports everything is getting ready to go back into full swing at the ballfield.  There is still time for the kids to sign up.
4. Projects/Events:  Councilwoman Peeples reports the Back to School Bash is July 14th, Branchville Summer Slam on September 14th, and we are having another community yard sale on October 5th.  Everything is being held at Horton Field.
5. Buildings/Grounds: Mayor Pro Tem Oliver reports everything is going fine, no issues.
6. Police Department: Councilman Jumper reports we had a good month in June, no problems to report.

Old Business:  The event held at the Freight Depot by Dominion had about 100 people attend. Beverly Berry said Dominion had come to her house that day.  Councilman Jumper also mentioned that they had visited his house a few weeks prior.
Councilman Ott reported that he has applied for a $50,000 grant for the Pickleball Court Project.  He is planning to apply for the PARD grant as well as the MASC grant to help with funding.  He will put in for these grants at the beginning of August.
Mayor Dickson reported that the town has been trying for six or seven months to get generators at the central pump stations. Bids are now being taken for that project.
Brandon Mckibbin asked where we stand with the signs getting replaced, Mayor Dickson stated that we were waiting for grant money to come back before we could move forward. Sally Connelly asked if signs could be purchased to be placed out when having special events.  Mayor Dickson asked the clerks to make a note to look into pricing two A frame signs for this purpose. 
Councilman Oliver asked if the message on the sign at Horton Field could be changed to reflect that Railroad Days is on the way.

New Business: No New Business

Agenda Items/ Public Comments: Mr. Al Lyons informed everyone that the Railroad Museum had taken in $117.64 for the month of June.  He wanted to know if the caboose outside the museum could be padlocked.  He wants to have the caboose on display for Raylrode Daze.
	Brandon Mckibbin asked for people for the museum committee.  The Mayor suggested he speak with Mayor Pro Tem Connelly, Councilwoman Peeples and Councilman Oliver.  Mr. Mckibbin stated that he also had a volunteer from St. George who wanted to help.  Mr. Mckibbin also said that he had been trying to contact someone from the RR days committee to see if they would help with moving some items outside of the museum to put on display out front for the festival.  Mayor Dickson suggested they wait until next year to do that.
	Chief Clark reported that there had been some issues with the 2016 police vehicle, but the repairs had been made and all was taken care of.
	Mr. Mckibbin asked what the status was on the old hardware store.  Mayor Dickson said that the offer letter has been sent to Buddy Paramore and a bid had been made. Councilman Oliver made the motion to let the group use the freight depot in lieu of the community center. Councilwoman Peeples seconded the motion, motion carried. During executive session, council decided to have someone come pull up the floor in the community center and get estimates on what it would take to have the floor fixed.

Adjournment: Councilman Oliver made the motion to adjourn.  Councilwoman Peeples seconded the motion, motion carried.  Council was adjourned at 6:56 pm.
